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Blue Ridge Heritage Days Expands, Adds Events in Blowing Rock

BLOWING ROCK N.C. (August 2010) – The Town of Blowing Rock will honor the Blue Ridge Parkway’s 75th anniversary with a week of events and activities from Saturday, September 11 through Sunday, September 19. Centerpiece events will take place on Saturday, September 18, when a downtown street festival will close parts of scenic Main Street for the first time in more than 50 years.

Blue Ridge Heritage Days begins with Art in the Park on Saturday, September 11 and continues with Concerts in the Park on Sunday afternoon and Monday evening. Events kick into high gear on Friday, September 17 with Movie in the Moonlight (Disney’s Cars) and five downtown tours focusing on Blowing Rock’s churches, prohibition, architecture, history and ghosts (fee).  

On Saturday, Main Street tents will house artists, crafters and farmers’ market booths. Crafters will demonstrate everything from broom making to pottery turning. A stage will be erected at Laurel Lane and festival attendees will enjoy music by local bands and a street dance presented by Tanger Outlets. A Liar's Competition will entertain the crowd and dancers will demonstrate traditional clogging and square dancing.  In Memorial Park, games and activities will remind older folks of childhood pastimes and entertain the younger generation as well. In the afternoon a parade of cars representing the Parkway’s 75 years will make its way up Sunset to Main Street and on to the Parkway. All Saturday events are free.

Blue Ridge Heritage Days wraps up on Sunday, September 19 with a Mountain Home Music and Heritage Brunch at Meadowbrook Inn (fee). Spanning the entire week are ranger programs at Moses Cone Manor on the Parkway and a Parkway art exhibit featuring the work of more than 20 artists.
