Experts Predict “Vivid Fall Leaf Color Season” in Blowing Rock

BLOWING ROCK N.C. (September 2010) – Expert prognosticators are expecting a “vivid area fall leaf color season” that should make its debut in the High Country of Western North Carolina next month. In a report released by Western Carolina University and printed in the Asheville Citizen-Times, Kathy Gould Mathews, an associate professor of biology, said that higher temperatures and less-than-average rainfall bodes well for fall color in the region. “Because of the heat and especially the drier spring and summer seasons, colors should be better and richer this year,” Matthews said.
